Advertising your prayer group in the school newsletter so teachers 
can know of your existence. Make sure to include contact details so 
you can be easily located. Organising a regular time and procedure for 
collecting prayer points from teachers. 
Fellowshipping regularly to develop strong relationships with the 
teachers. Sending notes of encouragement and thanks. Inviting and 
including teachers in your prayer meetings even if it means organising 
a special time just for them!
